         Verse 8 
         Be like minded; to have compassion one for another, to have pity to console one another, to love 

         the brethren,  to be tenderhearted and not harden your heart.  

         With some of us there are so much disrespect that it’s easy to allow your heart to harden. 

 

 Be Courteous: 
 Be Friendly, being friendly becomes easier to some than others. Life is so much better if you are friendly,
